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Meaning of Legal Aid 

Legal aid means providing necessary legal support to the persons 
facing troubles or crisis in the legal affairs. It may be for the matters 
relating to Court cases or out of Court cases.  There is no exact 
definition of ‘legal aid’.  Contesting cases through the lawyers, or 
draft any legal documents,  or providing legal advice to any person 
needed, or even providing relevant expenses in any legal proceedings 
etc -  all fall within the category of ‘legal aid’.  

Examples of Court connected ‘legal aid’:  

• Providing lawyers for Court representation; 
• Supply of necessary papers/documents; 
• Providing Vokalatnama; 
• Providing support  for drafting of legal documents; 
• Providing relevant expenses for contesting Court cases; 

Examples of ‘legal aid ‘outside the Court:  

• Providing legal information; 
• Giving Advice in legal matters; 
• Support to conduct mediation  
• Payment of mediator/arbitrator’s fee etc  

A Government Legal Aid- What Is It?  

Under the state sponsored legal aid system, government bears the 
expenses of legal aid. Government provides relevant costs in the legal 
proceedings for and on behalf of poor and impoverished. The 
government of Bangladesh provides following types of legal support 
to the poor and needy:  

• Providing legal advice through District Legal Aid Office; 
• Contesting the Court case through Panel Lawyers; 
• Payment of relevant expenses along with lawyer’s fee; 
• Payment of mediator’s or arbitrator’s fee 

What are the Committees works under Government Legal Aid? 

• Supreme Court Legal Aid Committee (SCLAC) 

• District Legal Aid Committee (DLAC) 
• Labour Court Legal Aid Committee (LCLAC) 
• Chowki Adalat Legal Aid Committee (CALAC) 
• Upazila Legal Aid Committee (UPLAC) 
• Union Legal Aid Committee (ULAC) 

Who are eligible to get the Government Legal Aid? 

• A person who is financially insolvent  whose annual average  is 
below Tk. 1,00,000/- 

• A person who is disabled, partially disabled or unemployed 
• Any freedom fighter whose annual average income is below Tk. 

1,50,000/- 
• Any worker whose annual income is below Tk. 1,00,000/- 
• Any children; 
• Persons victims of trafficking 
• Women and children victim of physical, mental and sexual 

oppression 
• Person having no shelter or vagabond 
• Person belonging to minor races, ethnic sects and communities 
• Person victim of domestic violence 
• Any individual receiving old age allowance 
• Any distressed mother holding VGD card 
• Women and children victims of acid throwing by the miscreants 
• Allottee of a house or land in a model village 
• An insolvent widow, a woman abandoned by husband and a 

distressed woman 
• A person considered by the court as financial helpless as 

insolvent 
• A person recommended or considered by the Jail Authority as 

financially helpless and insolvent 

Are the CHT People eligible to get free Legal Aid? 

Any person belonging to minor races, ethnic sects and communities or 
person living in CHT, whatever his/her annual income,  is eligible to 
get free legal aid.  

Where is Government Legal Aid Available?  

• District Legal Aid Committee while the matters/cases tried by 
Judge’s Court/Magistrate Court; 

• Supreme Court Legal Aid Committee while the matters/ cases 
tried by Supreme Court; 

• Labour Court Legal Aid Committee while the matters/cases tried 
by   Labour Court; 

• Chowki Adalat Legal Aid Committee while the matters/cases 
tried by  concerned Chowki Court; 

Is any extra money needed to get the Government Legal Aid? 

No extra money is needed to get the Government Legal Aid. All sorts 
of necessary expenses needed for legal aid is given from Government 
Legal Aid Fund.  

What types of Legal Aid does the Government Provide with Free 
of Cost? 

• Providing Legal Advice; 
• Supply of Vokalatnama with Free of Cost; 
• Appointment of Lawyers for representing Court Cases; 
• Payment of Lawyer’s Fee 
• Payment of Mediator/Arbitrator’s Fee 
• Supply of Judgment/Order with free of cost; 
• Payment of cost for DNA Test; 
• Payment of paper advertisement cost for CR case 
• Payment of all relevant expenses needed for court cases. 

How can one avail Government Legal Aid? 

Any person seeking legal aid at Government expenses need to make 
application to the Chairman of District Legal Aid Committee. After 
approval of the application, a Panel Lawyer is appointed to provide 
legal aid to the concerned legal aid applicant. Panel Lawyer takes 
initiatives including filing and conducting cases for and on behalf of 
justice seekers. 

In which cases Government Legal Aid is Available? 

Legal Aid is provided in all types of Civil and Criminal Cases:  

How Can One Collect the Application Form of Legal Aid? 

• District Legal Aid Office 
• Peshker of any Court 
• District and Upazila Office of Jatiyo Mahila Sangstha  
• Office of Jail Super 
• Office of Upazila Chairman 
• Office of Union Chairman  

What Is Your Duty in getting Legal Aid? 

• Any papers, documents or other evidence whatever you have with 
regard to the matter or case in which you sought legal aid must be 
brought to the Legal Aid Office while coming. For Example, It 
will be easier for the nominated lawyer to take necessary steps if 
the applicant comes to the Legal Aid Office with the relevant 
documents, For Example:   Copy of Deed if the matter is land 
dispute, Copy of Kabinnama in the case of marital dispute, Copy 
of medical report in the case of physical torture etc.  

• If you seek legal aid in the cases, which already filed before the 
Court, all necessary information with regard to that case must be 
informed. For Example, Information regarding name of the Court 
where the case filed, Case Number, Parties of the Case,  Current 

status of the case, Name of the lawyer already appointed, In the 
matter of Criminal Case, it must be informed whether the 
applicant has been in custody or in bail. 

• After filing case through the Government Legal Aid Service, the 
Client Card must be shown at every meeting with the Panel 
Lawyer after Court hour. The Client Card contains all necessary 
information regarding date of case and also steps taken on each 
dates, which is very useful for Panel Lawyer, District Legal Aid 
Officer, Office Staff and also for you.  

• Under the Government Legal Aid Scheme, papers/documents 
from the Court are free of charge. Court will supply the same to 
the legal aid client with free of cost.  

 
Legal Aid in the Supreme Court 

Under Legal Aid Services Act 2000, a Judge of the High Court 
division, nominated by the honorable chief justice of Bangladesh will 
perform his responsibility as the Chairman of the committee to 
provide Legal Aid to the helpless, vulnerable and the poor people of 
Bangladesh of this land. In consultation with the Attorney General, an 
Assistant Attorney General nominated by the chairman of the 
committee, will serve as the secretary of the committee. Through this 
committee the person whose annual income is not above 1,50,000 taka 
may takes the legal aid in the Supreme Court in - criminal appeals and 
revisions, civil appeals and revisions, Jail appeal and leave-to-appeal 
etc. 

On September 8, 2015 the honorable Chief Justice of Bangladesh 
formally inaugurated the Supreme Court Legal Aid Office for those 
helpless, poor and disadvantage people who preferred to file appeal or 
revision in the Supreme Court being aggrieved by any order or 
judgment passed by the lower court . Through the Supreme Court 
Legal Aid Office services are rendered to- legal advice, filing & 
hearing of appeal, Expert consultation on merit of the cases, pay the 
expenses of the appeal etc. 

Legal Advice & Alternative Disputes Resolution (ADR)
